Just a reminder for all those who fly RNAC aircraft we have spent a considerable amount of money on our fleet
of aircraft in the last 5 months to bring them back to a presentable standard, this is a continuous process of
improvement to keep our aircraft in good condition, these are your aircraft so please look after them. Over the
past 12 months we have introduced cleaning Kits within all aircraft for cleaning of windscreens. Cleaning buckets
are also located in the hangar for cleaning bugs off all surfaces.

Airfield Update

Much of the Airfield has been impacted by recent heavy rain events, particularly in the lower lying areas of the
Eastern Hangars.

The underground stormwater drainage system has been inspected, with many pipelines and pits cleaned using
high pressure water jets to ensure that storm water flows freely into the open swale drains.

The recent Working Bee to remove excess overgrowth from
within the open drains was very productive with 10 members
assisting.

Waste removal continues, and earthmoving equipment will
soon remove excess silt and vegetation to allow free drainage
away from infrastructure to complete the task.

The Eastern Hangar Precinct gravel access road has also
been impacted from heavy rains, washing away sections of the
roadway. Once drainage work in the vicinity is complete, the
roadway will be remediated.

A recent Aerodrome Survey identified approx. 50 obstacles
that infringe on Runway Approach & Take-off surfaces, mostly
trees which are on both RNAC and neighbouring properties. These obstacles are currently identified in a NOTAM
for the airfield. The task is underway to liaise with our neighbours and to implement a programmed tree trimming
project over the coming months, to
comply with CASA regulations for
Certified Airports.

Here is just one of many airfield
surveys photographs that clearly
indicate the problem trees.

This is the threshold of runway 26.

As many Members are aware, the Board is currently undertaking
a project to amend several clauses within our current articles.
This came about, primarily due to Member feedback regarding
the postal limitations associated with the Club’s voting
processes.

Information Forum, steady progress is being made.

To Date...

¢ Multiple review sessions by the sub-committee have
been undertaken.

e Consolation with the Club’s solicitor, Terry Morgan has
taken place.

¢ Initial draft amendments are now being reviewed and a second visit to the solicitor has been scheduled.

Club Members need to understand that any amendments to our articles need to be carefully determined and
constructed accurately. This is proving to be a difficult and time consuming task. | sincerely hope Members can
appreciate the work being done.

In summary, below is a list of desired outcomes the Team hopes to achieve...

1. Increase the time allowed to distribute and return postal votes.

2. Introduce the option to conduct the vote via electronic means.

3. Delete outdated processes within article 6.

4. Increase the Club’s student pilot Club membership.

5. Protect Tiger Moth, VH-RNI within the articles to allow RNAC Members to decide any major decisions
regarding this aircraft.

The Team is really working hard to reach a point of comfort so we can present our recommendations. This can
be done at an EGM before our next AGM. Time is short, so this may not be possible however, we are confident
that we will put forward amendments that will work for the benefit of our Club.
